Book Corner:  I recently read Evidence of the Afterlife: The 

Science of Near Death Experiences, by Jeffrey Long. It reports 
data and stories people shared after near death experiences

the points made thought provoking. For example, the NDEs are 
remarkably similar despite very different cultures and religious be-
liefs; the NDEs also have a consistent theme of peace; and the 
persons usually encounter loved ones in their NDE.  As I reflect on 
those similarities I wonder how they might speak to God's inclu-
sive nature, God's desire for peace and the importance of commu-
nity.

The Foundation recommends these five tips to help reduce your 
risk: 

Limit: Avoid or limit sun exposure between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. 

Every day: Always wear sunscreen with UVB and UVA exposure 

protective formula and with  SPF 15 or higher, even on cloudy 
days. 

Sunscreen: Apply at least one ounce ð about a shot glass full ð 

of sunscreen at least 20 minutes before going out in the sun and 
reapply frequently ð at least every two hours if in continuous 
sunlight. 

Other sun protectors: Wear sunglasses treated to absorb ultravio-

let (UV) radiation, use a lip balm with an SPF of at least 15, and 
wear tight-weave clothing with long sleeves and a wide-brimmed 
hat. 

 

Tanning beds: Avoid tanning beds and sun lamps, which provide 
an additional source of ultraviolet radiation. The Foundation is 
celebrating 25 years of providing communities with cancer pre-
vention and early detection strategies, screening guidelines, and 
ways to reduce cancer risk through healthy lifestyle choices. For

hands off to Carol Riggle 

   The First Presbyterian Church 

Endowment Fund was com-

menced in 1973 by a contribu-

tion from Martha Shipment in 

memory of her husband Frank-

lin Shipment.  Another major 

asset received in 1973 was the 

residence of Margaret Rife 

from  her estate.  The Rife 

property was converted into a 

land contract  and produced 

income for the Endowment 

Fund until 1994 when it was 

paid in full.  This was the start 

of the Endowment Fund.  John 

Buchan was the first Treasurer 

of the Endowment Fund and 

continued until he turn it over 

to Frank Bazler in late 1979.  

At that time the total assets 

were $72, 120.66.  Since then 

the assets in the Endowment 

Fund have grown to 

$692,204.76, (as of March 31, 

2010), including $12,869.72 in 

cash held for distribution to 

beneficiaries.  After nearly 31 

years as Treasurer, Frank 

Bazler is retiring July 1, 2010; 

and the Assistant Treasurer, 

Carol Riggle, will become 

Treasurer. 

   The growth through the years 

has come from estate bequests, 

   A couple of these bequests 

have exceeded $200,000, in-

cluding one from the Estates of 

the Blankenbuehler Family and 

one from Gerald Scottôs Estate.  

Both Dr. Richard Culp and re-

tired Rev. Ed Sensenbrenner 

have encouraged our members 

to remember the Endowment 

Fund in their Estates and me-

morials gifts; and this has re-

sulted in the growth of the En-

dowment Fund. 

   Each year the Endowment 

Committee makes benevolent 

grants to approximately twenty 

beneficiaries.  For further detail 

see the Year End Reports of the 

Church where the beneficiaries 

and the amounts granted are set

-forth.  The scheduled benefici-

ary grants in 2010 are $30,057. 

   From the creation of the En-

dowment Fund until mid-2008 

all investments in the Fund 

were in Government Bonds, 

Bank Certificates of Deposit 

and Bank Savings Accounts; 

except for a loan to the 

Churchôs Building Fund for the 

new addition.  This loan as of 

December 31, 2009 was 

$153,019 and returning 4 1/2% 

interest to the Fund.  Regular
